Sessions and Fees 

Morning Weekly Sessions will be held from 9.15 a.m. to 1.15 p.m. @ £18.00 per 
session on Mondays, Wednesdays and Thursday and 9.15 a.m. to 2.15 p.m. on 
Tuesdays @ £22.50 per session. All 3 and 4 year old pupils are eligible to receive the 
Flexible Free Entitlement (FFE) Funding from the Buckinghamshire County Council. 
As of September 2010 the entitlement for funding is for 15 hours per week. Children 
will continue to be eligible for free provision from 1st April, 1st September or 1st 
January following their third birthday and will cease to be eligible when they reach 
compulsory school age (term after their fifth birthday).  
 
At Ducklings we offer the 15 hours free entitlement by offering 3 four hour sessions 
and 1 three hour session between Mondays and Thursdays (term time only). 
However two extra childcare hours per week are provided and should a parent/carer 
wish to take up these additional hours there will be a charge of £4.50 per hour. An 
optional hot lunch will be provided on Tuesdays (£4.00 per lunch) otherwise the 
children will need to be provided with a packed lunch Mondays to Thursdays.

Sessions and Fees 
The sessions are open to all children from the age of 2 years up to compulsory school 
age.  From January sessions will be held on Thursdays from 9.15 a.m. to 2.15 p.m. 
with an optional hot lunch provided and Fridays from 9.15 a.m. to 1.15 p.m. when a 
packed lunch will need to be provided. The childcare cost will be £4.50 per hour and 
the hot lunch will be an additional cost of £4.00 per week. 
 
From the start of the Summer Term, the sessions will increase to three mornings a 
week, Wednesday to Friday from 9.15 a.m. to 2.15 p.m. and all 3 and 4 year old 
children will then be eligible to receive the Flexible Free Entitlement (FFE) Funding 
from the Buckinghamshire County Council. The entitlement for funding is for 15 
hours per week. Children will be able to take up this free provision from 1st April, 1st 
September and 1st January following their third birthday and will cease to be eligible 
when they reach compulsory school age (the term after their fifth birthday).
